2006 INTERNATIONAL RESIDENTIAL CODE

We are receiving many calls concerning the revised building code.  We urge all of our dealers to call the local building departments before quoting firm bids.  The duct insulation requirement has increased, ductwork is larger and more “up front” paperwork is required.  The code now may require a Manual J heat loss/gain and Manual D duct layout be done before getting your permit.  Although HVAC Supply does not provide the calculations, call Steve or Bob (Hydronic Dept.) at 303.292.3025 or 1.800.426.5078 to check if the calculations can be done by one of our associates and if any costs may be incurred.
FEDERAL TAX CREDITS

Federal tax credits are now being offered for higher efficient HVAC equipment.  See your sales representative or your local branch manager for all needed forms.

XCEL Energy has announced rebates for higher efficient HVAC equipment along with the Federal Tax Credit program.  You will need to register as an installing contractor at www.xcelenergy.com, select “Colorado”, “Energy Partners” & “Trade Partners” to register.  To get all forms needed you must be a registered contractor, HVAC Supply will not be able to supply needed forms.  You will need to see your sales representative or your local branch for the GMANA number required on the rebate form.
